Introduce, Model, and Reflect

Presentacion Display the words. Read them with
students. Ask: ; Qué notan sobre estas palabras?
iPor qué son tan largas? Guide students to see
that the long words in the list have two smaller
words.

Identificar las partes Say: Las palabras
compuestas estan formadas por dos palabras
pequefas. Al combinar las palabras pequenas,
la palabra resultante adquiere un significado
nuevo. En la mayoria de casos, podemos
averiguar el significado de una palabra
compuesta identificando los significados de las
palabras pequefas que la componen. Muchas
palabras que usamos dia con dia son palabras
compuestas. Por ejemplo:

anteojo e ante (antes de) + ojo = aparato
que va frente a los ojos y que sirve
para ver mejor

mediodia ¢ medio (mitad) + dia = momento del

dia que sucede a la mitad del dia

salvavidas e salva + vidas = flotador que sirve
para que las personas se sostengan
en la superficie del agua

Ask: ;Podemos organizar las palabras
compuestas segun la palabra inicial que
comparten?

Presentar la actividad Start by drawing a table
with five columns. (Palabras compuestas) Say:
Varias palabras compuestas comparten la misma
palabra inicial. Ask: ; Cuantas palabras iniciales
pueden identificar en la lista de palabras
compuestas? (cinco) Vamos a colocar todas las
palabras compuestas que comparten la misma
palabra inicial en la misma columna.

Demostrar: Show students how to place two
compound words with the same initial word

in the same column. Say: Anteojos y antebrazo
comparten la misma palabra inicial (ante). Voy
a ponerlas en la misma columna. {Qué otras
palabras colocarian en esta columna? (anteayer,
antepasado)

Agrupar segun la palabra inicial Have students
group the remaining compound words based on
their shared initial word. Say: Lean el resto de las
palabras compuestas y coléquenlas en la columna
correspondiente segun su palabra inicial.



Reflexionar When students are done, have them
think about what they learned. Ask: ; Qué son
las palabras compuestas? ; C6mo averiguamos el
significado de una palabra compuesta?

Practice and Extend

Volver a agrupar Have students work first with
a partner to sort the words and then work
independently to sort them several times. Then
ask students to read the words in each column
until they can read the words fluently.

Actividad de escritura Have students complete
the writing sort on page 8. Ask them to read
aloud the words in the word box. Challenge
students to combine two words from the box to
create new words. Note they can repeat words
until they use all the words in the box.

Cimentar, combinar y extender Ask students

to pair up and revisit the original word chart.
One of the students will infer the meaning

of each compound word by looking at the
individual words in it. The partner must look up
