Introduce, Model, and Reflect

Leer poemas Point to the title and say: Este
poema se llama “Aqui viene la a”. Escuchen
mientras lo leo. Read the poem, encouraging
children to echo your words. Say: Levanten

la mano cuando escuchen una palabra que
empiece con a. Emphasize the words avidn,
abanico, abeja, aguila, and avestruz as you

read them, then display them as a list. Reread
them with children. Repeat the activity with the
poem “La iguanita tiene frio” to search words
beginning with i (iguanita, igly, isla, invitacion).

they sorted pictures of things beginning
